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C1's first note in bar 24 is a tone higher in the source.
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Bar 67: Al's first note is a major third lower in the source.
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At bars 72-73, a bar's worth of notes are accidentally repeated in the T1 partbook, throwing the part out of sync.
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Bars 84-85, A1 & T2: notes with small noteheads added editorially (the texture is otherwise very thin at this one point).
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
