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In early American performance practice, most female voices sang the Treble part. Boys, and some lower
female voices, sang Counter. Higher adult male voices sang Tenor, and lower adult male voices sang Bass.
Though anthems were often sung a cappella, instruments may be used to double voice parts: flute or violin
on Treble, flute or clarinet on Counter, clarinet or viola on Tenor, and cello or bassoon on Bass.
